December Maintenance Report from Jason Kalis-  
Made repairs on the packer, finished welding up the blade on the back of the packer, bladed roads, put rock down, and worked in the shop.  Jason did check with Eric in French Lake about the sprayer for dust control.  The product is $1.25 per gallon for calcium chloride, not magnesium chloride.  We could rent our tanks we would need at least 2 5100-gallon tanks to hold the calcium chloride.  Schlauderhoff’s has some holding tanks from $6,000.00 to $13,200.00.  Jason would like to purchase some iron from Precision Welding and wheel rollers from Menards.  

Dean Mahlstedt is here on behalf of Cokato Township to encourage our board members to attend the Wright County Quarterly Township meetings.  Dean Mahlstedt is a part of the executive meetings from our District 1 and wants to have an annual or semi-annual meeting with the maintenance supervisors to learn from other townships.   Cokato Township applies dust control to more than half of its gravel roads and it is a big saving when ordering gravel.    
Stockholm Township has decided to not purchase the road groomer from Cokato Township.  
The fire department is looking into buying a new fire truck. They are having a meeting on January 8th, 2024.  The fire commission meeting is coming up on January 23rd at 5:30 pm.  Dean is encouraging the Stockholm board to come to the meeting.    They are having a special meeting after the fire commission meeting to vote on the purchase of the new fire truck at 8 pm.

Town Board members -

I have just a few updates for the Township Board.this month on planning and zoning activities.
1. In December, FEMA made a final determination on new floodplain maps for Wright County including Stockholm Township. The DNR is requiring communities to adopt an ordinance pertaining to floodplain management of these areas by June 20, 2024. When the model ordinance was previously discussed with the Township planning commission, the recommendation was to wait for Wright County to adopt an updated ordinance and react at that time. Staff will be coordinating on this with Wright County and the DNR and bring further information to you and to the planning commission on this as we learn more. 
1. The final plat process for Brent Wessman is expected to be completed with Wright County this mornth. No additional action needed from Stockholm Township. 
1. The property split for Nancy Burkstrand  has been surveyed and approved administratively with a deed restriction.
1. A survey of boundary line adjustments affecting properties jointly owned by Janet Sangren was reviewed and approved by staff. 
1. Responding to requests from Township residents, Staff looked into questions regarding the transfer history and building entitlements for properties owned by Chad Johnson & Amy Kane and properties owned by Dennis Terning. 
I am not planning to attend the Town Board meeting as there are no action items. Please let me know if you have any questions.
