He stated that Wright County has a $200 permit fee and would only take a month to get.  The board explained to him that his building does not qualify under an Ag permit due to not having enough land and his land is not classified as Ag.  It was suggested that we have Darin Haslip our inspector come to a Planning and Zoning meeting.
