Fee Schedule Resolution
The Town Board discussed a formal resolution establishing a fee schedule and escrow requirements for applicants. This resolution aims to ensure that Stockholm Township can recover costs associated with services provided by Hometown Planning.
It was agreed that the base fee outlined in the proposed schedule would cover standard expenses. However, if the Township incurs additional costs beyond the base fee—such as fees for professional planning, engineering, legal services, or recording—these expenses will be charged against the applicant’s escrow account. Any amount in excess of the base fee will be the applicant’s responsibility.

A motion was made by Larry DeRosier and seconded by Chad Fredricks to approve the proposed Fee Schedule Resolution 2025-01.  The motion carried 5-0.




Collinwood Township Maintenance Contract

The Town Board received correspondence from the Department of Natural Resources indicating that no comments would be provided until Wright County makes its decision. The sole item of business this evening is to recommend either approval, denial, or tabling of the rezoning request from AG to S3 to Wright County.
