Agenda Approval –A motion was made by Larry DeRosier and seconded by Chad Fredricks to approve the agenda with additions. The motion carried 4-0.

Open Forum 

April 9, 2024, Monthly Minutes Approval –A motion was made by Doug Lundeen and seconded by Larry DeRosier to approve the minutes. The motion carried 4-0.

April 10, 2024, Local Board of Appeals and Equalization Minutes Approval –A motion was made by Larry DeRosier and seconded by Chad Fredricks to approve the minutes. The motion carried 4-0.

Treasurer’s Report given by the Treasurer- 2 reports for March and April were presented by the treasurer.  A motion was made by Larry DeRosier and seconded by Doug Lundeen to approve the treasurer's report. The motion carried 4-0.

4-10-2024 through 5-14-2024 Claims Approval – A motion was made by Doug Lundeen and seconded by Larry DeRosier to approve the claims in the report.  The motion carried 4-0.

Planning & Zoning 

New Flood Plan Ordinance.   Adopt an ordinance that matches the ordinance being adopted by Wright County.  Stockholm Township will manage the floodplain is ordinance as with all other township ordinances. The recommendation is to move forward to a public hearing and then bring it for review with the DNR and then come back to the board.  
A motion was made by Larry DeRosier and seconded by 	Chad Fredricks to authorize moving forward with the flood plain ordinance. The motion carried 4-0.

Agricultural Building Permits Agricultural Building Permits Agricultural buildings that qualify are exempt from an inspection from 101 Development Resources.  Darin Haslip created a form to certify that an agricultural building would meet the requirement to be exempt from code inspections.  A land use permit with zoning review would be required for qualified agricultural buildings.   Fred suggested a $100 permit fee for the land use permit.   Fred will look at the site plan to determine if the permit meets zoning ordinance requirements.  Wright County follows the same process as presented.  
A motion was made by Larry DeRosier and seconded by Doug Lundeen to accept the agricultural building exemption certificate and charge a fee of $100 for a land use permit. The motion carried 4-0.

April Maintenance Report from Jason Kalis-  Gravel was hauled, hauled 2 loads with our truck to new turnaround, old carpet picked up on 100th, garbage on Morrison Ave and 112th, sprayed weeds around property, dust control areas were spot bladed, dust control will start tomorrow, bladed, fixed hydraulic hoses, the sprayer is put back together, residents should post organic signs in ditches so they do not get sprayed, waiting to hear about the parts for reclaimer the shaft keeps breaking, started spraying weeds, bushing in grader needs to be fixed the quote was about $7800.  The board agreed to have Jason schedule an appointment in June to have someone take a look at the grader.

Lawn Mowing Service Bids We received 2 sealed bids Blake Morris's bid is $4750 and Rohloff Bobcat Service's $125 per mow and the cemetery's $145.  Clerk will call Blake Morris and ask for a per-time mowing price.   A motion was made by Larry DeRosier and seconded by Chad Fredricks to compare apples to apples to approve a lower bid of the 2 of them per time to mow if we don’t get per mowing bid we will go with Rohloff. The motion carried 4-0.

Spring Road Review  It was done on April 10th, 2024 by 3 of the board members along with Jason Kalis.

Schmidt update-  See Email.  The court of appeals sided in the Township's favor.  Schmidts can take it to the Minnesota Supreme Court but they do not think they will take the case.  They have 30 days.  Davis did reach out to see if we can get our legal fees back but does not seem probable per the lawyer.  

Grant update - We were approved for the grant and we will be submitting it to the county.
