The motion carried 5-0.

May Maintenance Report from Jason Kalis-  The Sterling was fixed, 5000 yds of gravel was hauled, Dust coating done, put in 911 signs, getting ready to mow the ditches, cleaned out the ditch across the road, fixed community center culverts and fixed 2 other culverts, by the Davis farm on Norling someone went into the ditch and wrecked the culvert and will need to get fixed when the water level is down.

Peterson farm James Peterson, along with his wife, brought a letter to present to the board (letter will be attached to the minutes)stating that the extension on the Peterson farm, back on October 8, 2024, was presented under false information.  They stated there was no lien on the property.   The board did not need to take action at this time.  The extension is set to expire on December 31, 2025.   This will need to go to the Planning Commission for recommendation with all parties' signatures if another extension is needed.  They would like a written response to the letter.
