June Maintenance Report from Jason Kalis-  Bladed roads, repaired the ditch mower, going to weld steel on old pads for mower to reduce wear, cut trees on Rockwood Ave/St, on 64th and on Morrison Ave, needs to order gas for torches, pick up cutting wheels and grinding wheels, and needs to pick up carbide teeth, cleaned out a couple of culverts.
Jason checked on culverts from Wright County for Peyton Ave.  They have 15” culverts in stock for $2100 and they would need to order the 12” culverts.   
Jason suggested mounting the Stockholm Township sign onto the old grader. The board thought this was a good idea.
There was discussion about Platt Ave off of 110th and we were going to continue maintaining the whole driveway or just to the township road up to his property.  This was brought up at the spring road review.  The board agreed to just maintain up to the driveway.   Jason will get a sign stating private drive no turn around. 
Jason will check into the dirt that was hauled into the cemetery to fill in the holes.  A resident mentioned it was not suitable for filling the holes.
